Ewan and Charley seem like two great guys and their humanity and down-to-earth natures
really show in these stories. Some of the reviews here have been negative, with many of them criticizing the trip's
supposed lack of purity in that Ewan and Charley had a support team and a few sponsors. Whatever. If you ask me, the
support team was pretty thin, and it's clear that many times they were just winging it and improvising as they went
along.
