(Box-Car Bertha was a hobo in America during the 1930s). The writers traveled alone (Sarah Hobson disguised herself 
as a male motorcyclist in Iran), in pairs (Mildred Cable and Francesca French rode on camels through the Gobi 
Desert), and with their children.
