Some of
the more useful information provided includes phone numbers for all-night animal emergency services and
pharmacies, charities that will pick up your donations, and city agencies that deal with landlord-tenant disputes.
Information on entertainment in New Y ork City is better provided by current newspapers and magazines; what to do
with kids has been covered in greater depth in other books; and the section on plumbers lists only two names. Only for
New Y ork-arealibraries.
