A beautiful book, but a picture caption on the page needs correctingBy ArkentThe 
picture on the page presently (April 2015) labeled "The famous 1870 steamboat race between the Robert E. Lee and 
the Natchez" has nothing to do with that race. The photograph actually shows two non-racing boats tied up at a Lower 
Mississippi port (probably Memphis) during the late 19th century. I know this to be true because I provided the 
photograph (from Library of Congress) myself, and I also added its color. Since last November, I've written to editors 
at Voyageur Press at least three times to ask them to correct the caption. Because they've repeatedly ignored my 
requests, I may as well post a correction here myself. (If the caption is ever fixed, perhaps will remove this note.)I'll 
refrain from commenting on the other fine illustrations in the book because I provided most of them myself. I will say, 
however, that the book as a whole is beautifully designed and makes for a very well-illustrated guide to Mark Twain 
and the Mississippi River.p.s.
